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Lab 1 – LAN Research
During this lab, we connected to Cisco Systems website (www.cisco.com) and looked over several of their online resources.  Using these resources, we answered several questions relating to the OSI model and various other aspects of LAN design and topology.
Lab 2 – Basic Network Documentation and Assembly
This was a two part lab.  The first part consisted of a general tour and discussion of the LAN lab facilities.
